STAGES OF IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROJECT

1. SYNOPSIS

We propose a museum and exhibition centre Thread of Life together with an adjacent public Memorial Park with two separate memori-
als The Memorial of Heroes of Leningrad and the Square of Testimony. Together they form an intact and powerful spatial composition
connected to the city in the spirit of and in harmony with the character of the city and its history. The museum building and exhibition
centre is largely sunk underneath an artificial mound with a roof covered with meadows. It is separated from the park with a fagade cut
open to the mound and crowned by the spiral shape of the main architectural element in the middle of it. This spiral acts as a metaphor
for the fragility of human destinies, but also new beginnings. The dynamic monumental form rising above the otherwise green and sub-
tle landscaping, creates a strong new horizontal dominant complementing the cityscape without competing with the existing verticals,
such as the Smolny Cathedral. Our project proposes outlines to the redevelopment of the wider area around the museum including the
Memorial Park and suggestions towards the surrounding city blocks in order to better connect the new museum to the existing city and
fully benefit from the possibility of the project activating the whole area and creating a completely new district in the centre of historic
St. Petersburg.

The museum concept and interior follow the idea of the spiral. The main exhibition space is on the lowest floor and the other functions
(offices, auditoriums, Storage Centre, temporary exhibition spaces, Memory Institute) on five levels above it. A monumental central
staircase rising as a spiral in the centre of the space and leading all the way to the rooftop and its outdoor exhibition space, acts as the
main vertical connection. The spiral rising on top of the building carries the memories of the most tragic battle of the Second World War
further with a view towards the present day city and ideas towards the future. The museum with its powerful symbolic form, innovative
exhibition facilities and modern research centre will advance the international awareness and raise the understanding of the tragedy of
the Siege of Leningrad.

2.CITY
2.1 The Urban Context and the Area of Development

The site of the new Museum and Exhibition Centre of the Defence and Siege of Leningrad is located on the northern side of the Smolny
district, up north from the important east-west axis of the Shpalernaya street, at the tip of a triangle grounded on Shpalernaya and the
key historical buildings of the Baroque Smolny cathedral and the Neo-Classical Tauride Palace and Garden in its other tips. The area
around the museum site has always been industrial area or wasteland. The current museum project will activate the whole area develop-
ing a new civic space adjacent to the historical centre of the city, and help creating a dynamic new Northern Smolny district.

The given competition area is defined in the north by the river Neva and the busy Smolny embankment - one of the main thoroughfares
and traffic arteries of the city. The south edge of the given development area remains within the existing industrial area. At present the
accessibility of the site only from south and via small back alleys is very limited and inadequate for the planned museum and exhibition
centre. Placing the museum on the site given to it in the brief, we also propose an adjacent park on its western side and outlines to the
redevelopment of the wider surrounding areas in order to connect the park and the museum to the city and its Neo-Classical grid. These
propositions resolve the issues of connectivity in terms of transport, but also connect the site to the city on more general urbanistic level.
They help to turn the site into a space and place of significance, which connects to the existing city and its history and where tourists
would come and the inhabitants of the city would take as their own.

2.2 Cityscape

Within the cityscape, and in particular as seen from the river, the proposed Museum forms a new accent and an architectural highlight
within the view. Working in harmony with and respecting the horizontal character of St. Petersburg with its few and precious vertical
dominants, the new museum works as a horizontal dominant, not overpowering the existing vertical dominants: Smolny Cathedral and
other church towers in the distance.

2.3 Traffic and Transport

As defined by the competition brief, there is a fixed connection to the city on the southern side of the site. Another connection links

the car and bus parking areas directly to the Smolny Naberezhnaya street on riverside. The new avenue proposed in the project leading
towards south also serves as a driveway and stopping place for busses (hop on, hop off). The Memorial park acts as a natural entryway
for pedestrians from the streets leading south from Shpalernaya and Smolny. The proposal also includes a new pedestrian bridge across
the river, which would increase accessibility from across the river. The service transport is directed from the new avenue on the south di-
rectly inside the museum complex to a separate service yard. The VIP transport is similarly directed through the service entrance under
into the building and a separate VIP entrance and turning place for cars.

3. ARCHITECTURAL IDEAS AND ELEMENTS
3.1 Museum and exhibition centre

The architecture of the proposed design and the core of its composition lie in the power of the fundamental, simple and permanent
means and values of art and architecture: in juxtapositions of light and heavy elements, movement and stillness, light and shadow. The
composition works in dialogue with the history of the architectural and artistic heritage of St. Petersburg from its 18th Century architec-
tural monuments and their usage of fundamental forms and classical architectural elements to the 20th Century formal reinventions in
art and architecture.

The museum is partially hidden underneath a meadow-covered mound connecting seamlessly to the surroundings and forming a subtle
new landscape, but opening towards the adjoining park with a distinct fagade. The idea of the Thread of Life and its spiral form encom-
pass the whole museum starting from inside the building, where the exhibitions and the Memory Institute look into the past in order

to build new through keeping the memory and understanding it. Through the memory of the past, the building carries towards the
future, as life carries forward on its circular and spiralling paths. The proud and dynamic spiral forms a path towards the future acting
as a metaphor for continuity and humankind's capability of building anew after tragedies, while simultaneously evoking the fragility and
termination of the threads of life during a catastrophe.

3.2 Memorial Park

The park adjoining the museum is a public space with two special memorials dedicated to the Siege of Leningrad representing both the
collective and the individual tragedies that lie in the centre of the siege as a historical tragedy. The Memorial of Heroes of Leningrad is a
long and low monument including a water element. It acts as a dedicated wall to all the heroes of the resistance and the siege. The Square
of Testimony is an inverted pyramid, which acts as a space for contemplation and meditation dedicated to the personal and individ-

ual testimonies of the people who lived through the siege. It could feature a sound installation of testimonies from the siege, or radio
programmes from the duration of the 900 days, such as the ones done by Olga Berggolts. The Memorial park itself is an open space with
a square in front of the museum for organising different types of events, such as ones marking the memorial day of the beginning of the
blockade, or Victory Day celebrations, which can be observed from the VIP terrace on the western facade of the museum.

The top of the mound hiding the museum inside itself would not be accessible for visitors and covered with a meadow of natural plants,
hay and wild flowers and not accessible for visitors. The Memorial park would be a more formal urban park with stone pavements, lawns
and plantings. The northern end of the competition site will be raised on a higher level to allow parking and bus stops to be built un-
derneath it, and it blocks the noise of the busy road on the embankment disturbing the park. This tilted surface will also act as a natural
auditorium to observe events in the park.

4. MUSEUM BUILDING AND SPATIAL ORGANISATION
4.1 General division of space

The museum building underneath the mound is a large cylinder with a rectangular block inside inside the cylinder. The approximate
ratio of premises follows the competition brief. The building has six levels from -3 to +2. The main entrance is on level 0, accessed from
the Memorial Park. The main exhibition space is on level -3 and an exhibition terrace on level +2 with the spiral form rising above it. All
other functions - lobbies and entrance services, restaurant, temporary exhibition spaces, auditoriums, storage spaces, Memory Institute,
and VIP areas — are on levels from -2 to +1. Vertical circulation in the building happens through a monumental spiral staircase in the
centre of the building, supported by lifts.

The spaces of the museum and exhibition centre have been designed to meet the demands of a modern museum and to be flexible and
able to be refitted in the long run as the demands for public buildings and museums evolve. The spaces have been divided according to
the current principles of museum design with separated and controlled security zones dedicated to different user groups:

- Visitor areas: accessible through the security control at the main entrance.

- Restricted and VIP access areas: accessible through a separate entrance and security control.

- Closed areas: accessible only for staff.

4.2 The visitor areas

The main entrance to the museum centre is through the Memorial Park on level 0. The immediate entrance space accessible without a
ticket offers the possibility for several usages with flexibility: small temporary exhibitions, a bar and a café, etc.

The actual lobby area with a reception area is on level -1 and accessed easily through escalators (and lifts). Here the visitors also find a
meeting point for groups, a family area, museum shop and a restaurant as well as the temporary exhibition spaces which can be flexibly
divided and serve as conference- and multipurpose spaces as needed. The way upwards and downwards from the lobby goes through the
central spiral staircase.

Level -2, accessible after the purchase of a ticket, has a learning centre, a multipurpose event space, and multimedia auditoriums.

Level -3 is completely dedicated to the core exhibition, and its floor area is larger than the other levels. From the core exhibition, the visit
continues upwards through the staircase or the lifts, either back to the previous floors, or straight to the top of the building.

Level + 2 - the exhibition terrace - has an outdoors exhibition space with an info desk and dedicated spaces for guides and groups. From
this level, the visitor can continue to the spiral rising above it with further exhibition features and a views opening to the city.

The visitor spaces form a chronological sequence: the core exhibition on the lowest level tells the history of the siege of Leningrad, while
the top floor outdoor exhibition and spiral opens views to the present and future of the city as well.

4.3 Restricted and VIP access areas

Level +1 has special VIP areas with a reception lobby and a VIP terrace opening to the Memorial park. These areas are entered through a
special staircase from a VIP and guest reception on level 0, which can be accessed through a separate entrance from the park or directly
by car through the service port leading inside the building. Level +1 also has the spaces of the Memory Institute with its reading rooms,
research spaces and seminar rooms, which can be connected to the VIP reception when needed for events and conferences. Researchers,
staff and other special guests of the museum administration access the spaces through the main entrance or through a special section of
the VIP lobby.

4.4 Closed areas

The office and service uses are located in a compact section of the building equipped with its own vertical connections. This section is
directly linked to a service yard hidden inside the building on level 0. Most of the offices are located on level 0. The kitchen, ticketing of-
fices and more office space on level -1. Storage Centre is in the same section on level -2. It is climate controlled and equipped with safety
features, and also includes a conservation department, workshops for exhibition construction and office space. The Memory Institute has
its own offices and staff areas on level +1 and there is a separate lift from the Storage Centre to the reading rooms to deliver documents
to researchers.

5. MATERIALS AND STRUCTURE

The materials of the project are subtle and few in order to create a new natural landscape with powerful accents. The power of the
selected materials relies on juxtaposition few elements rather than the use of many. The wall on the side of the Smolny Embankment

is covered with perforated metal and glass. Wild meadow on the mound hiding the building volume finds its contrast in the Memorial
Park’s plantings and pavements as well as creates a muted background for the building’s facade and the spiral rising above it, which are
both covered with a transparent metal mesh partially finished with white enamelling, partially with gilding (could also be replaced with
brass protected against oxidation). The same materials cover the dominant spiral rising above the building and, inside the building, cover
the outer walls of the rectangular volume, visible from the edges of the main exhibition space. The spiral staircase and the inner walls of
the large cylinder are covered with white enamelled porcelain conveying firmness and permanence in contrast to the fragility and haptic
nature of the golden and white mesh. The juxtapositions of gold and white porcelain give a rhythm to the architecture and its spatial
sequences.

The frame of the building will be done of concrete cast on site. The spiral will be realised as a tensioned steel structure without separate
supporting structures. The dimensions of the spiral structure will be done so, that the visitors can sense the oscillation of the Thread of
Life when walking along its spiralling path.

6. CONCEPT OF THE PERMANENT EXHIBITION

The round plan of the core exhibition space together with the rectangular volume above it offer several possibilities for the layout of

the permanent display. The fundamental spatial idea and character of the exhibition space is the dialogue between the cylinder and the
rectangular volume along with one between a low defined space and a high open space. The core of the the permanent display will be
placed underneath the rectangular volume with the centrally located vertical connection - the monumental staircase — contributing to
and directing the use of the space. The exhibition design can follow an "object oriented” or a "narrative" strategy — or it can be a mixture
of both. The accompanying renderings show one possible approach to the permanent exhibition, where the exhibition with its narratives
and objects of display is organised around and amongst a large scale-model of the city of Leningrad during the blockade.

The exhibition space underneath the rectangular volume will rely largely on artificial light giving possibilities for multimedia and light-
led display strategies. The areas on the edges of the cylinder, where the space extends in between the walls of the cylinder and the rec-
tangular volume to the full height of the building, have controlled access to sunlight. The high curving wall of the cylinder also provides
possibilities for using projections to further affect the spatial experience. The features in the high space would be visible also through
openings in the VIP reception, the lobby and other visitor spaces as well as staff spaces.

The outdoor exhibition on the top floor can be accessed directly from the lobby, without going to the core exhibition. It is in an open air
enclosure protected from wind and featuring indoors spaces for visitors and events. In the middle stands the spiral rising towards the
sky. Inside the spiral, the exhibition continues recounting histories of the 900 days of the siege with views to the present day city, which
in another outcome of the siege, would look very different.
